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Application

Slightly wet the surface to be cleaned with water prior to application  
of Cleaner 301

Apply cleaner to the surface with a stiff nylon broom or brush. For use with 
power washers consult user’s guide for specific machine. Allow the solution 
to stay on the surface for 2-3 minutes and wash off with clean water. 
Repeat if necessary.

Do not allow Cleaner 301 to dry on surface.

Note: Determine the suitability of Cleaner 301 for a particular application 
by trialling its effect on an inconspicuous area.

Handling & Use

Wear rubber gloves/eye protection/protective clothing. Do not allow 
spillage onto clothing. Rinse immediately.

Consult Material safety Data Sheet and read label on container before use.
